Proposal for “C” Dock 
We need to replace 270 feet of stationary dock with floating docks due to their age and structural integrity. We have received two 
bids on replacing the stationary portion of “C” dock. 

One is from Harrison Construction and the other is MDI. (See attachments) We received no bid from Beaver Docks even after sev-
eral contacts with them. 

The Planning Committee recommend going with the lowest bid, MDI, for the following reasons. 
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We propose the board and the members approve the purchase of the floating docks by MDI & the additional funds for decking and 
any other items or equipment (rental) up to $60,000.00.
