I’'m in the process of ordering the decking mateaiad rounding up need supplies and tools we wédne deck the new docks. If
any one has an electric screw gun or two that taeyoan the club for this project it would savesame tool rental. We have over
1350ft of 2'X4'X10” runners we have to install witlelf tapping screws, then 540 pieces 2'X6'X8” dagkwith a lot of screws.
Oh, and | forgot about the 40ft bridge we haveubtpgether and deck also (I really didn’t forgbobat it). If that not enough we
will be applying water sealer on the lumber to Helpst longer, so we will need a couple of paiptayers to apply the sealant.

As soon as we get everything rounded up, orderparsgite | will send out a request for a few goashrand women to help install
the decking. This will be the first step in gettitings project started. Second will be removingehextric and water from “C"Dock
so we can start the demolition of the fix portidritee decaying docks. The second part of this jgtojéll begin after sailing season
