Catalina Fleet: 
 
 
June 1st was the day The Baptist Children’s Home 
had been looking forward to for the past year.  We 
are told this day is one of the main activities of the 
year.  This is the day The NW Oklahoma City Ro-
tary Club, along with the Oklahoma City Boat Club 
as hosts, sponsors the children of The Baptist Chil-
dren’s Home to Hamburgers and hotdogs off the 
grill.  Then comes fishing and sailing.  There were 
approximately 40 children this year ranging from 
mere toddlers to teen-agers.  Only the older children 
were allowed to sail. 
 
We had five boats available, 2 Catalina 30’s, 2 
Catalina 25’s, 1 Hunter 25.5, skippered by Greg 
Kinnebrew/Jack Emberton, Bob Heatley, Steve 
Meyer, David Newlon, and Cal Monsma.  David 
Newlon was sailing La Dolce Vita owned by John 
Walters.  The wind was said to be 22mph with gusts 
up to 29, so all the boats sailed on the main only 
with the exception of Heatley sailing on the Jib.  A 
really good sailing day with white caps a little spray 
later in the sail.  You can get across the lake fast.  
Heatley reported 5.5 Kts. with the jib on a boat with 
a max. hull speed of around 6.5kts. on his Catalina 
30 ‘Ebb Tide’.  And here lies the story: 
 Coming in at the end of the sail and having 
reached the buoy at the mouth of the OCBC marina, 
he furled the jib and was to come into the marina 
under power.  When he tried to start the engine, the 
starter turned the engine over but was completely 
dead.  So he decided to un-furl the jib, half reefed 
and come in slow, since it takes a long time to brake 
the momentum of approx. 13,000 lbs.  Suddenly, 
the clevis on the clew of the jib broke and the jib 
sheets fell to the deck.  The jib was flapping in the

They said they would be 
there right away.  By the time the Race Committee boat ar-
rived from the club, we had blown half-way across the lake 
and after we had the tow-line hooked up, here came the police 
boat.  By this time, the kids on the boat were having an adven-
ture of their life.  One I could have done without!
